May be required for admission to colleges
In other regions

Test Verbal, Math and Writing Skills

Maximum score Is composite of 800 on
each of the three sub tests/Max. 2400

Student (not parent) should register online
at collegeboard.com



COMPASS

Recommended test for most technical
colleges in Wisconsin

Evaluates students ability in the basic areas
Some programs may have minimum criteria
Test Is administered after admission

Test Is used to determine course/level
placement



AP Exams

Credit awarded Is determined by each
university or college

Exams are scored 1 (Low) through 5 (High)
