TEAM TRAVEL CONDUCT & BEHAVIOR

The Arrowhead Middle School Wrestling coaching staff assumes supervisory responsibility for your son on athletic trips away from school.  We feel it is important that students and parents fully understand the rules that govern such trips. Because the students will be representing the Arrowhead Middle School Athletic Conference and because their conduct, behavior, and safety are our responsibility, we have established the following guidelines which must be adhered to while they are away from home. 

· It is understood that the use of drugs or alcohol at any time is expressly prohibited.
