Please enter the South Campus building at Door C which is on the east side of the building and follow the signs to the registration area.  A large registration sign will be placed at Door C to help you locate the appropriate entrance.  During registration hours, the doors on the south side of the building will not be open.  Following your scheduled registration time should minimize delays, however, you still need to allow at least 45 minutes.  If it is impossible to make these dates due to other commitments, make-up registration will be one day only and that is on Monday, August 29 from 8:00 A.M.-12 Noon and 1:00-3:00 P.M. in the South Campus foyer.  Please allow one hour since there will be a limited number of staff on duty that day.  

Students will again be picking up their textbooks at their respective campuses after completing the registration process.  It is critical that students allow additional time to accomplish this. Just a  reminder to complete and return the following health & physical forms at registration.

1.
Freshmen and new students must return the completed yellow history and physician physical form (sent in May).   A physical for all incoming freshmen is required by the school board regardless of playing sports or not.  If you are having the sports physical done at AHS on Monday, July 11, 6:00-8:00 p.m., you should bring the yellow history and physician physical form.  Green Sport Physical Cards are available at the school.

2.
All students at the high school level are required to have a current signed immunization record on file with the nurse.  All freshmen, new students and non-compliant seniors should return the yellow immunization form or update their student’s immunizations sent in May if not already sent in.  The State of Wisconsin has added two immunizations that are required before freshman and senior year (sent in May).  
OPEN HOUSE:  Mark the evening of Tuesday, August 30th on your calendar and plan on attending Open House at Arrowhead.  More information will be sent in August.   
FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL

The first day of school for freshmen will be Wednesday, August 31, 2011.  This is mandatory for all freshmen.  School will begin at 7:20 a.m.  Buses will depart at 11:30.  All classes will meet for an abbreviated period of time and then students will be tested to determine their reading level.  Buses will run their regular routes.  New students to the district should report to the North Campus Commons from 10:30 AM to Noon for a tour of the building and lunch.
ALL STUDENTS:  The first regular day of school for all students will be Thursday, September 1, 2011.  Students are reminded to bring a ballpoint pen the first day, but to obtain other supplies after they have attended classes to avoid purchase of unnecessary items.
