Lab reports have a weight of 20 which is the same as a test! We will perform all of the recommended AP Labs. Most of them will be written up as a formal lab report. A separate lab report format sheet will be given to you.

Tests:

Tests generally cover 3-6 chapters and have a weight of 20.  They will follow the AP format with approximately 2/3 of the points based on multiple choice section and 1/3 based on free response questions.

Quizzes

These are usually announced and given at the instructor’s discretion. (Pop quizzes may occur!!).  They will have a weight between 3-15.
