Advanced Algebra

Course Description:

Algebra is a generalization of arithmetic in which letters representing numbers are combined
according to the rules of arithmetic. Throughout this school year we will strengthen and build upon
the foundation of Algebra skills that each student currently has. The course will address familiar topics
dealing with properties of numbers, graphs, inequalities, linear equations and quadratic equations. In
addition, we will explore new topics, including matrices, logarithms, trigonometry and conic sections.

Homework

There will be a short quiz after every few sections.

TESTS
There will be a test at the end of most units that will be worth roughly 100 points.

LATE WORK
