STS SAFETY

1. Always obtain project and activity instructions prior to beginning.

2. Be sure to wear safety glasses when working around or with chemicals, tools, or other potentially harmful objects.  They are located in the sterilizer next to the tool cabinet.  If in doubt, wear safety glasses!  Identify eye wash location.  Note sinks… water pressure can be intense.
3. Do not use any tools until you are properly trained in its function and usage.  (Some of the tools accessible include: hammer, saw, chisel, power drill, power screwdriver, soldering iron, hot glue gun, exacto blade, and clamps.)
4. [image: image1.wmf]Return all materials to their proper location and clean your work area: especially lab materials, as well as nails, sawdust, tools, etc.

5. Report any accident or injury to me, no matter how small the incident may seem.

6. If you spill or break anything, notify me immediately for proper clean up. Identify broom/dustpan and glass disposal location.
7. Keep all materials away from open flames.  Tie back long hair and loose clothing.  Identify fire extinguisher location.
