Lab Notebook Rules
1.  Always write in pen.
2.  Never erase.  If a mistake is made.  Use a strike-through.
3.  Always answer questions in complete sentences.
    One word answers will not be acceptable.
4.  The “copy” page of your lab will be turned in.  It should be your final draft.
5.  Write on the lines legibly using a 2 column format.
6.  All tables must have titles and appropriate headings with unit labels.
7.  All graphs must contain: Title, X and Y axis labels with units, and data must be plotted correctly.
Conclusion writing: CER Format
Claim
– Answer to the question!  What’s your point?
Evidence
– Must be appropriate (observable or measurable)
– Must be sufficient (multiple trials)
Reasoning
– Explains how the evidence supports the claim (all evidence should have reasoning)
– Includes scientific principles
– Cite all outside sources using APA format
