The goal of the course is to offer exposure, to develop creative thinking and 

problem-solving skills and to explore studentsô artistic abilities and interests working in both two-dimensional and 

three-dimensional forms.  Through this course students will have a firm foundation for further study in the visual 

arts as well as an appreciation of the role the arts have played in the development of our civilization and culture. 

Completion of Art Survey is a hands-on and meaningful means for students to fulfill half of the fine arts 

requirement for graduation.   An enriched credit may be earned for those students who qualify
