LT4.2a - Using different models, analyze changes in our understanding of the atom.
Scientists today have the benefit of sharing information in many different platforms.  In the past, sharing scientific discoveries was challenging and difficult.  Think about how information was shared 100 or even 200 years ago.  Today scientists can share data real time.  They can publish their findings in scientific journals, on websites, and through video conferencing. The podcast should be from the perspective of the scientist (first person).  Imagine you made a discovery and you are sharing the information to the world.  This is not a biography.

· Give a description of the model.

· Why is your finding so important?
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
