Farmers vs. Aristocrats
The Gracchus, or Gracchi, were at the center of the social conflict that eventually destroyed the Roman Republic.  After Tiberius Gracchus returned from the third Punic War, he was elected tribune in 133 B.C.  His land reforms aimed to reduce unemployment and save the Roman Republic.  When Tiberius bypassed the Senate and took his legislation to the Assembly, he made enemies.  In 133, Tiberius was clubbed to death by a mob, some of whom were members of the Senate.

Elected to the triumvirate in 123 B.C. Gaius Gracchus’s political and social agenda was more radical.  He proposed extending citizenship to non-Romans, lowering food prices, and giving farmers more legal rights.  Gaius died at the hands of political opponents in 121 B.C.  A new era of political and social conflict followed with some politicians advocating for the urban poor and the landless farmers.  The ongoing social struggle resulted in the fall of the Republic.
