· Interests

· Personality 
· One or two famous stories that have been passed down about your character (you must write these down in your own words – DO NOT COPY directly from your sources 
· Symbols
MAKE SURE TO CITE YOUR SOURCES on 3x5 cards while doing your research! (A works cited page must be turned in with your trading card.)

3. Create Trading Cards for your characters.  Use the template provided and include quality information that you found during your research.  Spelling and grammar will count, so take your time and complete your card carefully and thoughtfully.  
4. Prepare an oral presentation, using note cards to help you, where you will take the role of your character from mythology.  Be your character, and tell the class about yourself.  Include as much information from your trading card as possible.  Presentations should be 1-2 minutes in length.  Here are some ways to make your presentation special and worthy of an outstanding grade:

· Dress in character

· Use items (props) that represent your character or his/her stories

· Bring a visual aid, such as a picture, diagram, etc.

· Stay ‘in character” throughout the performance and field questions from the class
