Western Civilization Final Project 2018
Mr. Tower
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Over the course of this awesome semester, we have learned some very interesting history.  You may choose to cover topics from second semester during exploration through the time of Absolutism.  One or all of these topics may seem interesting to you.  However, what I want you to do is to select one topic and “sell” it to me.  

You may work in groups of three to five to create one segment.  The other portion of the project will be done individually.  You will have time in class to work on this, but there will need to be some effort outside of class to complete the project.  

The first Segment: 

You will need to create a presentation that helps to state why your topics are so important to know.  What aspects are crucial to understand?  Which people helped to create this importance?  What time period are you “selling?”  How is this time period important to Western Civilization?      

Option #1

Group members should be creative in how they are selling this time period as the most interesting thing we learned in class.  You may choose to make a video/presentation.  This video should be between 4-6 minutes in length.  Be sure to create a script and keep organized.  The script must be handed into receive full credit for the video.  You could choose to use WE Video, Prezi, etc.  Think of what you have used in other classes or what your good at.

Option #2
Group members may create a skit that explains the key aspects of this time period.  This skit must be done in costume as well as with an organized script.  All members of the group must participate and speak during the skit.  The length of the skit will vary but should run between 4-6 minutes.  You will need to create a script and also hand this in to receive full credit.

Remember you are “selling” history to a history teacher so what you talk and discuss should be interesting and riveting.  Be creative and have fun.  You are going to have to work out of class on this just about entirely, so be sure to manage your time wisely.  These should be prerecorded and ready to go on your presentation day.

The Second Segment:

You will be graded on style, topic, depth, grammar, originality and creativity.  Follow the rubric you were given in class.

In order to receive three extra credit points you may select to create advertising for your individual topic.  This could be in buttons, handouts, flyers, commercials, posters, etc.  These items are to be put up in our classroom two weeks prior to the due dates.  Get the classes excited about your topic!  And above all HAVE FUN WITH HISTORY!
